Dates: 5-9 July 2010; 20-24 September 2010; 29 November-3 December 2010 
Cost: $360.00 GST inclusive for July & September Courses, $368.00 GST inclusive for November Course due to GST increase as of 1 October 2010.

This course is designed to introduce students to (a) The working practices of the television / video industries, (b) The scope, 
content and training practices of the 1 year full time Film & Television Production Diploma course, (c) The practical use of 
the school’s video equipment and facilities. 
Each course consists of 5 days practical exercises during which students receive intensive hands-on experience in using 
professional EFP cameras with onboard video recorders, audio recording equipment, video editing suites and multi-camera 
television studio production facilities. 
Other relevant aspects such as on-camera presentation, interviewing and acting techniques, as well as basic directing and 

production skills are also covered. Students will be involved in the production of actual short programme items on a team work basis as well as individually 
completing a short video item, which is designed to let them express their own creativity. 
Upon completion of the course students will receive a certificate confirming their course participation and the production skills covered.  
During the course all students are carefully assessed in order to evaluate their potential for further study and work in the film and television industries. 
Students who successfully complete the Introductory Course will be given favorable consideration for the 1 year full time Film & Television Production 
Diploma Course.  However, this consideration does not in any way automatically guarantee a position.  
 

1 Week Introductory Animation Course 
Dates: 5-9 July 2010; 27 September-1 October 2010; 22-26 November 2010 
Cost: $225.00 GST inclusive for July & September Courses, $230.00 GST inclusive for November Course due to GST increase as of 1 October 2010. 
Payments for any course received prior to 1 October will be charged at the pre GST increase cost. Payments must be received at least 1 week prior to 
course commencement, see refund policy overleaf.

This 5 day introductory course is designed to give students an insight into the methods and techniques taught on the 2-year 
full time Diploma in Animation Production course. 
This course consists of practical exercises and students enjoy intensive hands-on experience in learning and using various 
animation techniques, equipment and facilities. Participants will receive an introduction to essential animation techniques such as 
Character Design; Inbetweening; Key Animation; Flash Animation & Animation Technical Skills. The course also provides an 
introduction to the production practices of an animation studio. Participants will learn how an animation scene is developed, 

technical planning and management of animation levels as they draw their own characters and animation, learn about movement and timing and then 
pencil test their own scene. Tutors use both traditional methods and training techniques of classical drawing and cutting edge visual learning and tutorials. 
The course tutors will also take time to discuss and answer questions about animation industry careers and the content and training methods of the South 
Seas 2 year full time Diploma in Animation Production.  
 

3 Day Introductory On-Screen Acting Course 
Dates: 7-9 July 2010; 22-24 September 2010; 1-3 December 2010 
Cost: $200.00 GST Inclusive for July & September Courses, $205.00 GST inclusive for November Course due to GST increase as of 1 October 2010. 
Payments for any course received prior to 1 October will be charged at the pre GST increase cost. Payments must be received at least 1 week prior to 
course commencement, see refund policy overleaf.

This 3 day introductory course is designed to give students an insight into the methods and techniques that are taught on 
the South Seas 1 year full time On Screen Acting Diploma course. 
Each student will have the opportunity to work in front of the camera in ad lib situations, with scripts, individually and in pairs. 
Work is recorded and reviewed throughout the course, enabling students to identify their potential as actors within the Film and 
TV industry. Basic acting technique and script analysis is touched on, as is auditioning and commercial work. Upon completion 
of the course, students will receive a certificate confirming their participation.  During the course all students are carefully 

assessed to evaluate their potential for further study at the school.  Assessment will include their ability to focus, take direction, learn and interpret lines, as 
well as their level of English comprehension and ensemble work. Please contact us if you are interested in details on application and audition procedure for 
the 1 year Diploma Course.

FEES PAYMENT 

All course fees must be paid in full one week prior to the commencement of the course. (Please refer to “Payment 
Information” on the enrolment form for payment methods.) 
 

WITHDRAWAL POLICIES – ALL WITHDRAWALS TO BE IN WRITING 

Short  Courses -  up to & including 4wks durat ion   
Where the student withdraws from the course with notification of 24hrs or more, prior to the course commencing, 
South Seas shall facilitate to the student, via the Trustee, a total refund of any fees paid, less an administration 
charge of $50.00. Students withdrawing after this period will not be eligible for any refund. 
 
Short  Courses -  5wks or more but  less than 3 months  
Where the student withdraws from the course within the first 4 days of the course or before the course commences, 
South Seas shall facilitate to the student, via the Trustee, 50% of any payments made by the student in respect of the 
said student’s enrolment or participation in the course. Students withdrawing after this period will not be eligible for 
any refund.

3. All films must be shot within a 20-minute driving radius of the school. (This includes the central city area) 
and within the requirements of the bylaws.

If a course participant wishes to film in a public area that requires a fee then they will be required to meet these 
costs.  
 

Anyone driving a school vehicle must produce a full current license, be over 25yrs of age and drive to the speed 
limit. Any parking or speeding tickets will be charged to the driver.
